Session Summaries

Purpose:

The purpose of recording the session summaries is to contribute to a body of knowledge about sustainability, with a specific focus on practical ways in which the work of sustainability is conducted within a social context. The session summaries will be published on both the Triple Pundit and Institute for Environmental Entrepreneurship (IEE) websites, with links back to the SoCap sites. Each writer will get his/her byline on the final summary.

The guidelines below outline the work that needs to be done before and after the conference. IEE staff can help coordinate the volunteers/social entrepreneurs and in advance of the conference, assist with questions that may arise from the writers, and guide the post-conference production of the session summaries. 

Before the conference:

1. Review the sessions that should be covered. Match the volunteers/social entrepreneurs with the available sessions to ensure that the most important sessions are covered. We recommend contacting the volunteers/social entrepreneurs as soon as possible regarding possible assignments.

2. Share the session summary template with the writers so that they know what to look for when attending the sessions and taking notes. Writers can also review the session summaries from the 2010 conference at http://enviroinstitute.org/research/social-capital-markets-summaries/.
After the conference:

1. Writers should submit their written summaries by Saturday, June 4th. Session summaries should be submitted to Salem Kimble at the Institute for Environmental Entrepreneurship, at salem@enviroinstitute.org. Session summaries will be reviewed and writers contacted for clarification as necessary.

Panel Topic: Name of Panel

Purpose:  Briefly describe the purpose of the panel. 

Design, Methodology, Approach:  In most cases, the approach will be “Reports and expert opinions from panelists.”

Moderator – Identify the moderator, organization he/she represents, and any relevant information regarding the moderator’s experience/qualifications.

Panelists – Identify each of the panelists, the organization they represent, and any relevant information regarding their experience/qualifications.

Findings:  Summarize the key takeaways and important information from the panel. This should capture the essence of the panel – what topics were covered? What were the different perspectives? What are the challenges, opportunities, models that are relevant to this topic? The findings should give the reader a comprehensive understanding of both the work that is being done in this area as well as the context in which it is happening.

Practical Implications:  Identify the real-world implications of this work. Who will be affected? What legal, regulatory, or other impact will this have?

Originality/Value: Briefly describe the originality/value of the ideas presented in the panel. Were there new ideas presented, or were existing ideas discussed? What was most valuable about this panel? How did it contribute to new ways of thinking about this issue?

Keywords: Identify a few keywords that an interested party can use to find this summary (e.g. microfinance, developing countries, India).
