Session Summaries

Purpose:

The purpose of recording the session summaries is to contribute to a body of knowledge about sustainability, with a specific focus on practical ways in which the work of sustainability is conducted within a social context. The session summaries will be published on three sites: the Institute for Environmental Entrepreneurship (IEE), Social Capital Markets, and Triple Pundit. Each writer will get his/her byline on the final summary.

The guidelines below outline the work that needs to be done before and after the conference. IEE staff can help coordinate the writers in advance of the conference, assist with questions that may arise from the writers, and guide the post-conference production of the session summaries.

Outcomes & Analysis: What did this session mean for the growth of the industry or specific topic? How is this to be applied towards the future? 200-300 words
Keywords: Identify a few keywords that an interested party can use to find this summary (e.g. microfinance, developing countries, India).
